Memorandum re
Tangible Personal Property

In my Will, I have stated "I intend to dispose of one or more items of my tangible personal property (other than cash or property used primarily in trade or business) by one or more writings either written in my handwriting or signed by me and directing their disposition following my death."  This Memorandum is one of those writings.

I am making this Memorandum on the following conditions:


A. For any gift made in this Memorandum, its designated recipient must survive me by 30 days; otherwise, the gift shall lapse.

B. For this Memorandum to be effective, it must be found within 30 days after the appointment of my Personal Representative; otherwise, this Memorandum shall be void.

C. If I make more than one Memorandum and if there is any inconsistency between them, the most recent Memorandum shall control as to the inconsistency.

Subject to those conditions, my Personal Representative shall distribute the following items of tangible personal property of mine to the designated recipients as if this Memorandum had been incorporated into my Will:
